Eucharistic Adoration

He is present in the consecrated Eucharist. Since the

Last Supper, when Jesus broke the bread and distributed the
wine saying, “This is my Body” and “This is my Blood,”
Catholics have believed that the bread and wine are no longer
merely baked wheat and fermented grape juice, but the actual
living presence of the Second Person of the Trinity—Jesus
Christ. Spending time before the Blessed Sacrament, in prayer
and devotion, is exactly the same as spending time before the
Living God. Adoration occurs whenever someone kneels in
front of a tabernacle that contains the Blessed Sacrament, genu-
flects toward a tabernacle, bows before receiving the Blessed
Sacrament at Mass, or, in a more focused way, when the
Blessed Sacrament is exposed for Adoration. Join us on
March 6th for Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament
Please come and embrace Jesus in which you say to Him: “I
am yours, and I ask you, please stay with me always.”

The
obligation of abstinence applies to all Catholics who have
reached the age of 14.

Today Jesus reminds us that as His disciples, we have an
obligation to share the message through works and deeds. As
His disciples, we are the salt of the earth. We are called to
“flavor” and enhance the lives of those around us. Remember
that during the time of Jesus, salt was also used as an im-
portant preservative. Therefore, as the salt of the earth, we
are also tasked with the preservation and saving of souls.
Jesus takes it one step further and reminds His disciples that
if salt loses its taste, it becomes worthless. Today we get to
reflect on what it means to retain our saltiness in life. None of
us wish to be thrown out and trampled underfoot, so we must
find a way to retain our flavor.
